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Summer in the City

Day Camp Programs
Share U.S. Culture

with Children, Teens

Record numbers of children and
teenagers have been attending the
International Institute’s English-
language Summer in the City Day
Camp and Summer in the City—Teens
Program this year. Weekly themes have
given both young campers and
teenagers a special view of American
culture, starting with “Acadia to
Yosemite: The U.S. National Parks.”

We wanted to help the students
understand that although the United
States has a relatively short history as a
country, the National Parks represent
something that is preserved forever and
that belongs uniquely to the “United
States of America” as a nation. The
campers visited a photography
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exhibition at Casa de América featuring
photos of Yosemite National Park. In
addition to learning about the many
different types of parks across the U.S.,
the students participated in related
activities such as building a compass
(later used for a monument scavenger
hunt in Retiro Park) and telling each
other original campfire ghost stories.

The week culminated in a virtual visit to

David Ottaviano, a U.S. park ranger at
the Hamilton Grange National
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Memorial in New York. He talked
about his work as a ranger and the park
system, answered questions from the
campers, and offered a live virtual tour
of Alexander Hamilton’s home.

During the second week, the campers
had the opportunity to reflect on their
individual and collective responsibility
with regard to climate change.
Following the theme “There Is No
Planet B,” they focused on the
environmental impact (positive and
negative) of the small decisions they
make daily. During the week, the teens
had two special guests: Louise Brennan,
the president of the Net Impact Club
from Instituto de Empresa, who helped
them examine their water footprint, and
Paloma Garcia, the owner of the
Circular Project Shop, who spoke to
them about sustainable fashion.
Additionally, they visited Amazon
Madrid to learn about its efforts to be
more ecologically responsible.
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During Sounds of America week, the
campers learned about American music
through the decades. They were visited
by Abby Dakhil, a musician from
California who not only performed but
also did a “looping” workshop with
them. Another visitor, American
recording artist Michelle Raymond,
talked about her career in the music
business and joined in a songwriting
activity. Throughout the week, students
made their own musical instruments

and participated in lip-synch battles
using popular American songs from

different decades. During an excursion
to Medialab Prado, they learned about
electronic music and had the
opportunity to create their own.

Serve the City Spain, a non-profit
organization that facilitates volunteering
opportunities in Madrid, collaborated
with us again this year, providing
campers an opportunity to learn about
volunteerism. They participated in
different volunteer projects around
Madrid, such as making sandwiches and
distributing them to the homeless in the
city center. Further, the teens were
visited by a group of high school
students from Connecticut. They were
able to practice English with kids their
own age and learned a bit about what
life is like for American teenagers .

The camp concluded with a field day at
the Playa Urbana (splash pads and
water fountains) to celebrate the end of
the program and to kick off summer
vacation. For more information about

Dear Members of the International
Institute in Spain Community,

Traditionally, activities at the
International Institute have slowed
down during the summer months, but
during my recent visit to Madrid, the
Institute building at Miguel Angel, 8
was full of life.

Most striking were the sounds of
children and teens enjoying the Summer
in the City urban day camp led by
Nicole Rosow, director of our North
American Language and Culture
Program. The dedicated teachers
leading the different age groups made
sure that campers enjoyed themselves
indoors, in the garden, and on
excursions, all the while helping them
improve their English skills. The
campers’ weekly performances and
presentations in the Paraninfo, showing
their accomplishments and
understanding of the week’s camp
theme, were uplifting.

Other children attended the American
Space Madrid Maker Camp from July
10-14. Held in the ASM, the camp
encouraged boys and girls from 9-12 to
learn about and use new and old
technologies to build and explore.

As part of our mission of educational
exchange, we also welcomed two groups
of teachers from schools in the
Comunidad de Madrid, who used part
of their summer vacations to work with
American public school teachers to learn
about teaching methods and approaches
to enhance the classroom experience for
both the Spanish teachers and their
students. Janet MacNeil, K-8 science
coordinator for the Brookline,
Massachusetts, Public Schools, led a
course on “Weaving Science and
Literacy,” to encourage teachers to use
science as a vehicle for improving
student fluency in English. Lauren
Carroll of the Brookline Schools and
Lorella Lamonaca of the Scarsdale, New
York, Public Schools taught “Speak
Better: Increasing Student Discourse in
the English Language Learning
Classroom,” with the active involvement
of American Space Madrid director

Laura Turner. Over a week, the 21
Madrid teachers in this class learned
new strategies for encouraging student
discussion and creating lively learning
environments for English-language
students. Emerging from these programs
is the possibility of follow-up
observation and training during the
school year for the participating Madrid
teachers. These programs, the first
funded through the American Space
Madrid, and the second by the
Comunidad de Madrid and the
International Institute, continue our
commitment to bringing the best in U.S.
educational thinking and practices to
Spain, a goal of the Institute’s for its
whole 125-year history.

The International Institute’s Fourth of
July party was further evidence of the
year-round vitality of Institute
programming. A large crowd of adults
enjoyed a garden party with live music,
while kids played indoor games and
enjoyed face-painting and popcorn from
an antique-style movie-house machine
generously operated by Ratl Oliver,
Laura Turner’s husband.

Cultural events also continued this
summer, with a recital by American
pianist (and attorney) Mark Damisch,
who played a challenging program of
Bart6k, Dohnanyi, Debussy, and
Copland on July 12. Damisch’s exciting
concert was sponsored by the Institute,
the American Space Madrid, and the
Asociaciéon de Amigos de la Mdsica, los
Museos y las Casas-Palacio.

Another important activity continuing
this summer has been the review of our
Library collection by librarians Nuria
Segui and Ana Alonso in anticipation of
the creation of a new children’s library.

As part of this process, the International
Institute entered an agreement with the
Biblioteca Nacional for the donation of
volumes from our collection that the
Biblioteca Nacional does not have in its
holdings. I was honored to meet with
Biblioteca Nacional Director Ana Santos
Aramburo for the signing of the
agreement, which ensures that the
works donated by the Institute will have
their provenance identified and provides
for a special exhibit at the BN marking
the Institute’s 125th anniversary.

Even in the midst of Madrid’s June and
July heat, the International Institute
remains a vital force for U.S.-Spain
educational and cultural exchange. We
invite you to attend our events, use the
Library, and become involved in
activities at the Institute when Miguel
Angel, 8 returns to its full schedule after
a brief pause for August vacations.

Limelight, a theater and improvisation
mini-course for adults, as well as other
courses and workshops related to
theater and the dramatic arts.

Carrie came to the Institute with an
extensive background in theater. She is a
freelance theatre director and was
Artistic Director of 3rd Space Theatre
Collective in California; she has
specialized in large-scale musical, opera,
ensemble, and devised movement
productions. Using digital advances in
theatre has allowed her to continue
working with artistic partners around
the world. Carrie has also taught courses
in theater, film, and communications for
over a dozen institutions, including The
University of San Diego, Auburn
University, and San Diego State
University.

Carrie says,

simultaneously.” She adds that previous
Limelight students have commented
that “the class has helped them develop
confidence not only in speaking English,
but in other areas as well.”

“I went to the end-of-term performance
for Limelight, and it was a great
experience,” one Institute staff member
noted. “The performances were fantastic
and, really, very entertaining. I was very
surprised at how, within an English
mini-course, it was possible to achieve
so much in such a short period of time:
there was true teamwork, creativity,
spontaneity, excitement; just so much
confidence overall.”

Carrie holds an M.A. in Theatre from
New York University, where she also
studied Arts Administration, and an
M.F.A. in Directing from The Catholic
University of America. In 2006,

Carrie created the Variations Project, an
award-winning festival of new work still
held annually in Baltimore. She has
been a judge for the Helen Hayes theater
awards in the Washington, D.C. area,
founder of The International Theatre
Network, and has worked with
Amnesty International, The Sundance
Theatre Institute, Director's Lab West,
Arena Stage, The Kennedy Center, The
Joan Kroc Institute for Peace and Justice,
Theatre Without Borders, La MaMa, and
Woolly Mammoth.

Pensando en
esto, presentamos las sugerencias del
personal del Instituto para este verano.

Andrew Bennett se aparta de la
literatura norteamericana que tan bien
conoce, y nos sorprende con la
propuesta de un cldsico de la literatura
hispanoamericana La tia Julia y el
escribidor. Lo estd leyendo y disfrutando
en estos dias por ser, en sus palabras,
“bueno y divertido, no muy pesado ni
complicado y muy fécil de leer”. Es una
obra que en la que Mario Vargas Llosa
combina hechos autobiogréficos con
seriales radiofénicos pero que confluyen
en una obra de ficcién tinica.

Otra obra de ficcién nos sugiere Pilar
Pifén, con la recomendacién de
Esplendor insélito, tercera novela de

Eduardo Gallarza, amigo de Pilar desde
la universidad. “Se trata de una
fenomenal intriga ambientada en el
Madrid de los afios ochenta, que recorre
distintos paises, incluido el Reino de
Cenatara”. Nicole Rosow, apuesta por
un icono de la literatura americana Zen
and the Art of Motorcycle Maintenance del
recientemente fallecido Robert M. Pirsig.
Para Nicole esta reflexién autobiogréfica
sobre valores de los setenta todavia tiene
resonancia en la actualidad y de hecho
ha sido reeditado recientemente en
espafiol. Es un libro sobre un viaje pero
ademds una indagacién filoséfica sobre
su propia teorfa de la metafisica de la
calidad.

En cuanto al cine, Maria José Cotarelo se
anima a recomendar una pelicula poco
conocida: “Clara Campoamor: la mujer
olvidada”, dirigida por actriz, guionista
y directora de tiltima generacién Laura
Mand. Se hace imprescindible para
acercarnos desde la ficcién a la historia
reciente de la lucha feminista en nuestro
pais. Para quienes se decanten por las

series de television, Maria José nos
recomienda con entusiasmo la serie
“Treme”, creada por David Simon y Eric
Overmyer. La musica es el verdadero
protagonista de sus 36 episodios sin
olvidar todo un coro de distintos
personajes que exentos de estereotipos,
nos cuentan como fue la vida en Nueva
Orleans tras el paso del huracan Katrina
en agosto de 2005.

Desde la biblioteca, Nuria Segui
recomienda Mi nombre es Asher Lev de
Chaim Potok, uno de los libros que més
han gustado en nuestro lectura sobre
literatura norteamericana dedicado este
curso a “El suefio americano”.

ACS Growth and
Outreach Create New
Opportunities for
Students

This spring, American Cultural Studies
treated students to a slate of compelling
classes that sought to expand and
enhance their understanding of
American culture and society. Andrew
Bennett’s American Expression course
(Equality 2.0: African American
Literature) received overwhelmingly
positive feedback from students, who
observed that it altered not only their
perception of race relations in the U.S.,
but more broadly as well. Chiara Luis’
American Literature class (Nature
Writing) challenged students to
reimagine the role of nature in art and
in society, and introduced them to a
wide array of canonical American
works and authors, including Thoreau
and Proulx. Diana Norton’s American
Cinema class (Film and the Free Press)
provided a timely exploration of the
purpose and identity of the press in
American society, as well as an
illuminating introduction to the
intricacies of film production and
American cinematic history. The ACS
July class this year is Chiara’s Southern
Stories, Summer Nights, and the strong

enrollment suggests that student
enthusiasm for ACS subjects continues
to grow.

A new collaboration

This coming fall, ACS will begin an
exciting new partnership with the
Universidad Carlos III de Madrid, as
ACS courses will be offered to UC3M
students for full academic credit through
the University’s Humanities
Department. Andrew Bennett will
present his Liberty 3.0: Outlaws
American Expression course to both
UC3M undergraduates and
international students studying abroad
in Madrid at the University. ACS and the
International Institute see this course as
the first step in a rewarding and
enriching collaboration with a pre-
eminent public university in Madrid. We

look forward to this exciting new
chapter in the short history of the
American Cultural Studies program, as
it continues to grow and evolve.

At the International Institute, the Fall
2017 trimester will bring new ACS

courses and opportunities. Andrew’s
American Expression course will visit
The West, looking at prosperity and its
role in the image of the frontier in
American culture as an ideal and a
reality. Chiara’s Literature course will
examine New York: 1945-1965, a place
and time rich in some of U.S. culture’s
most valued literary achievements.
Alexa Brook’s American Art History
course returns this fall with an

intriguing new offering, The Great
American Home. This course will
introduce students to elemental aspects
of domestic American architecture while
examining the basic concept of the
American home itself. From the
tenements of urban immigrants to the
mansions of the Gilded Age, from
suburban sprawl to the “tiny house”
movement, students will compare and
explore different visions of the American
home and its cultural significance and
relation to the American Dream. In
addition, the course will take an in-
depth look at the works and career of
one of the historically most important
American architects, Frank Lloyd
Wright.

New for the Fall

ACS will introduce two new additions
to its course catalogue. Andrew’s Great
American Novel class will offer students
an opportunity to read an American
novel in its entirety over the course of a
trimester, while meeting biweekly to
share reactions and learn more about the
work’s cultural and historical context.
This fall, the course will feature F. Scott
Fitzgerald’s novel, The Great Gatsby. The
course will make use of IIE’s new digital
platform, Moodle, as a way to
incorporate distance-learning techniques
into the class. Additionally, new ACS
faculty member Karen Secrist will offer a

5.5-week mini-course that will explore
how Latinos are redefining what it
means to be American in the 21st
century. The course, entitled Redefining
American: Latino/a Identity in the U.S,,
will provide students with a nuanced,
informed consideration of a topic highly
relevant in the U.S. today

As summer arrives in Madrid, I always
find myself thinking of home.
Something about an American summer
tugs at the heartstrings and makes its
way into permanent memory storage. I
can reach back, replay, and relive decks
of memories from summers in the
Midwest—chasing lightning bugs,
swimming in the lake, and overcoming
a strange fear of sparklers. In my adult
life, I have spent summers in places I
could only dream of as a child—but I
just can’t seem to shake the fondness I
have for memories of paper plates and
napkins, potato salad, and picnic tables.

The American summer is steeped in
nostalgia—at times problematic, but
mostly well-intentioned. Summer nights
with childhood friends, picnic table card
games with aunts and uncles, and
stringing beans with Grandma.
Although there is no doubt in my mind
that as Americans, our summer
memories are quite different, something
shapes our fondness for backyard
barbeque games and corn on the cob.
The notion of the American summer fills
us up and runs through the population
from coast to coast. It connects us, flows

through us, and helps shape our
identities as adults. From childhood
through college, the summer season is a
representation of freedom, and the
Fourth of July is its main event.

As Americans, we lift up a package of
core values and ideals, and we celebrate
them together once a year, in a variety of
ways. This summer at American Space
Madrid at the International Institute, the
Fourth of July was not simply a party. It
created an opportunity to pull together
as a community and create a space for
both Spaniards and Americans to place
these ideals into action. There was a
sense of urgency not only about
celebrating, but about remembering—
recalling the core values and ideals that
perhaps we lose sight of from time to
time. This year felt different.

More than 200 members of the public
came together in the garden of the
International Institute to celebrate and
remember what the Fourth of July
represents to Americans and to the
world. After opening remarks from the
President of the International Institute
corporation, Margery Resnick, musician
Sonia Megias and members of the
Fulbright choir provided live music in
the garden, creating an atmosphere of
community and collaboration by
encouraging open mic sessions with
members of the public (Sonia Megias
and the ASM Community singing
“Imagine”, by John Lennon).

Taste of America, the Fulbright
Commission, and EducationUSA
donated items for a Fourth of July raffle,
and staff members at the International
Institute and volunteers from American
Space Madrid came together as a
community, greeting party guests at the
door, decorating the garden with Uncle
Sam hats, American flags, and Liberty
crowns, and selling beverage tickets. As
a reminder of the holiday’s origin,
copies of the Declaration of
Independence were posted around the
garden space. Spanish and American
children participated in relay races,
adults sang along to the music, and
American students studying abroad in
Madrid found a small glimpse of home
tucked away in a garden in the city.

For the community, for the country, the
Fourth of July this year offered a
moment to check up on ourselves. As
human beings—as two countries and
cultures working together—are we
promoting and sharing the views, core
values, and ideals that we celebrate each
year in July?

I would answer, “Yes!”

As I watched my fifteen-year-old
nephew, visiting from the States, work
the popcorn line, my heart lit up.
Although he was far from Ohio, I knew
deep down that his experience at the
International Institute would become a
part of his American summer memories.

Desde hace cuatro afios el Instituto
Internacional da la bienvenida al
Programa de Verano de la Universidad
de Pennsylvania. Cada primaveray a
finales del mes de mayo, el profesor
Ignacio Javier Lépez llega acompafiado
de un grupo de cinco profesores y una
treintena de alumnos. Su estancia se
prolonga durante seis semanas, hasta los
primeros dias de julio. Este afio hemos
querido conocer las impresiones del
Prof. Lépez tras estos afios en Madrid
dirigiendo el programa de verano.

Ignacio Javier Lépez es catedrético y
Director del Departamento de Espafiol y
Portugués de la Universidad de
Pennsylvania. Durante nueve arios
dirigié la revista Hispanic Review y
fundo, hace ya veintisiete afios, el
Programa de Verano en Espafia de su
universidad.

El Prof. Lépez lleva gran parte de su
vida en los EE.UU.,, circunstancia en la
que fue determinante un curso que pasé
en Davidson College en 1977, tras
terminar su licenciatura en Esparia. Por
ese motivo se considera a sf mismo un
“producto” de las iniciativas de Study
Abroad. Tras aquella primera estancia
decidi6 continuar sus estudios en los
EE.UU. y realizar el doctorado en la
Universidad de Wisconsin en una época,
como recordaba Ignacio, “en la que
nadie pedia becas”. Desde entonces, el
Prof. Lépez ha desarrollado una
fructifera y exitosa carrera académica en
los Estados Unidos.

El Programa de Verano de la
Universidad de Pennsylvania comenzé
su andadura hace 27 afios en la
Universidad de Alicante. Después de
mads de dos décadas en aquella ciudad
costera del Levante, el programa se
trasladé al Instituto Internacional en
2014. Una de las razones que llevaron a
esta decision fue de indole meramente
préctica, pues era necesario ofrecer un

calendario mds adaptado a las
necesidades de los alumnos. Otro de los
objetivos era proporcionar a los alumnos
una experiencia intelectualmente mas
completa. En Madrid no solo se pone a
disposicién de los alumnos una rica
oferta cultural sino también la
oportunidad de vivir la vida diaria de la
ciudad, algo muy valorado por los
alumnos de esta universidad cuyo
campus es urbano.

De acuerdo con el Prof. Lépez, su
programa de verano gira en torno a un
concepto principal. Se trata del
“staging”, esto es “la creacién de un
escenario lo mds préximo posible a la
experiencia auténtica con el fin de
sacarle el mayor rendimiento posible a
un periodo de tiempo habitualmente
muy corto”. En su opinién, “el Instituto
Internacional resulta el lugar ideal para
ello pues es importante que nada falle”
dada la brevedad de la estancia. Un
elemento clave en este enfoque es la
manera de enseflar, motivo por el que el
profesorado del Programa procede en su
totalidad de UPenn y ofrece en Madrid
el mismo curriculum que los estudiantes
recibirfan en UPenn en Filadelfia. Esto
es importante a fin de no diluir el
contenido académico del programa.

Desde la perspectiva que dan veintisiete
afios dirigiendo un programa, Ignacio
Javier Lépez considera que “un
programa de verano ha de permitir
experimentar la cultura del pafs,
ciertamente. Pero la calidad del
programa estd basada en una distincién
indispensable que diferencia entre la
experiencia vivida y la experiencia
conceptual. Esta tltima es indispensable
para garantizar la calidad académica de
un programa de verano, pues se supone
que el estudiante tiene que ir a clase,

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American Space
Madrid: Creating
collaborative spaces
for innovative
teaching

This summer came in with a bang.

The collaboration between American
Space Madrid and the International
Institute with the Comunidad de
Madrid is growing by the day. This July
we had the unique opportunity to
develop two professional learning cycles
for Madrid language teachers: Weaving
Science and Literacy with Janet MacNeil
and SpeakBetter: Increasing Student
Discourse in the English Language
Learning Classroom with Lorella
Lamonaca and Lauren Carroll. Both
courses were designed to promote best
practices in modern pedagogy, stepping
away from more traditional methods
and encouraging teachers to take an
active approach in the construction of
collaborative learning experiences that
enhance student autonomy and critical
thinking skills, while directly increasing
language acquisition.

Weaving Science and
Literacy

Building upon our ongoing
collaboration with the Brookline Public
Schools in Brookline, Massachusetts,
American Space Madrid sponsored a
course developed for bilingual science
teachers from the Comunidad de
Madrid during the first week of July.
Janet MacNeil, a master science teacher
and former engineer with more than 25

years of experience in the field, offered
the course Weaving Science and Literacy
—a five-day professional learning cycle
designed to provide teachers with the
background necessary to support
science with and through literacy.
Utilizing a variety of instructional
techniques including hands-on
exploration, online learning, and video
analysis, Janet led the teachers through
multiple immersion experiences,
providing a range of opportunities for
teachers to become familiar with ways
that science talk, reading, writing, and
technology support English language-
learning in the classroom. Janet led this
professional learning cycle at American
Spaces in both Madrid and
Barcelona,working with teachers in
public schools from Spain’s two largest
cities.

SpeakBetter: Increasing
Student Discourse in the
English Language Learning
Classroom

The second course of the summer was
developed in tandem with the
Comunidad de Madrid for secondary
English teachers in bilingual schools
throughout the city. SpeakBetter:
Increasing Student Discourse in the
English Language Learning Classroom
is part of our ongoing collaboration with
the Comunidad, a specially-designed
course that uses a combination of
classroom instruction and on-site
coaching to build capacity across the
network of bilingual schools in Madrid.
We are making the International
Institute a key site for innovative
teacher training and professional
learning. The first phase of the project
began during the second week of July,

when English teachers from Madrid
schools engaged in a five-day
professional development course and
immersion experience, exploring key
topics and overarching themes in
modern pedagogy: student-centered
instruction, student-engaged
assessment, and active pedagogy in the
English language-learning classroom.
Lorella Lamonaca, a master teacher and
expert in project-based learning and the
Reggio Emilia approach from the
Scarsdale Public Schools in New York,
and Lauren Carroll, a veteran language
teacher from the Brookline Public
Schools, co-facilitated the course,
marrying best practices in language
teaching with research-based methods
in experiential and project-based
learning. Through a variety of
immersion experiences, teachers in the
course learned first-hand how to utilize
student discussion protocols to
overcome student inhibitions about
using English, build community, and
increase student discourse in the
language-learning classroom. The
second phase of the project will begin in
September 2017, when the Institute will
provide on-site coaching for all teacher
participants from the course, directly
supporting the implementation of the
strategies and methods presented in the
July course in classrooms throughout
Madrid.
